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Kaohsiung New Vision: International Students 
“The Techno Princes (San-Tai-Tzu) Dance” Competition
　
Introduction

To promote the culture of Taiwan and encourage communication among international students, the City Government of Kaohsiung presents the International Students “The Techno Princes (San-Tai-Tzu) Dance” Competition on November 26, 2011. International students studying in the universities/colleges of Tainan, Kaohsiung and Ping-Tung areas are cordially invited to participate in this dance competition. It is hoped that via this activity, all of the participants can obtain an in-depth understanding of, and appreciation for, Taiwanese customs and local culture.
This competition is sponsored by Kaohsiung City Government, hosted by the Secretariat of Kaohsiung City Government and organized by Wenzao Ursuline College of Languages.

Participants:
All international students currently enrolled in degree programs or in the Chinese language centers of the universities/colleges in the Kaohsiung, Tainan and Ping-Tung areas are eligible to enter this competition. A copy of participant’s Student ID or Student Card is required.  
Venue and Time:

The competition will be held on November 26, 2011 at Kaohsiung City Art Promotion Center located on 217, Tongmeng 2nd Road, Sanmin Dist., Kaohsiung City, next to the Kaohsiung Hakka Cultural Museum. Regulations
1. All international students who are currently enrolled in the universities/colleges in Tainan, Kaohsiung and Ping-Tung areas are eligible to enter the competition. Students must form a team of 5-10 people (including one coach and one assistant). Each person can only join one team. No students of Taiwan nationality can participate as the dancers. But they can serve as coaches or the team assistants. There are no gender or age limitations.
2. Required steps: each team is encouraged to be creative in regard to choreography. However, the dance should include 3 signature moves of the Techno Princes Dance. They are the Seven-star step (七星步), Tea-picking step (搖擺採茶步) and Hand-rubbing and foot-tapping step (搓手拍腳步).  
3. Each team will have 3-5 minutes, excluding their entrance and exit, to perform their dance. Any performance that is under 3 minutes will have 3 points deducted from their final score. Performances over 5 minutes will have 1 point deducted from the final score for every 15 seconds over the time limit.
3. Each team will provide its own music on a CD (Please bring an extra copy of the music). The length of the music should not exceed 5 minutes.
4. Each team is encouraged to design its own costumes. However, two dancers should wear the prince costume provided by the organizer while dancing. Footwear must be worn. Bare feet are prohibited.
5. Judging criteria:
  (1) Performance skill (40%): Required steps, smoothness, excitement, energy and emotion throughout

  (2) Creative presentation (30%): Choreography, originality, variety of styles
  (3) Team spirit (30%): Team work, costume and styles, coordination 
6. Three professional judges will be invited to determine the final scores. 
Awards:

1. The final scores will be determined by the total score of the three judges.

2. The announcement of the awards will be made on the day of the competition at the closing ceremony.

3. The first three (3) places will be awarded as the follows: 
(1) First Place: NT 10,000 book store gift voucher, medals and gifts 
(2) Second Place: NT 8,000 book store gift voucher, medals and gifts
(3) Third Place: NT 5,000 book store gift voucher, medals and gifts
4. In the event of a tie, the judges will cast votes to decide the final winner.
5. Every participant will receive a souvenir after the competition. Each team will receive a competition video one month after the competition. 
Registration:
1. Registration Date: from Oct. 1st to Oct. 24th , 2011, 5pm.
2. Please download the registration form from http://c016.wtuc.edu.tw/. Each team should fill in the form and mail it to Wenzao Ursuline College of Languages, 900 Mintzu Road, Sanmin Dist. Kaohsiung City. Attention: Mr. Blue Du.
3. Please enclose every member’s student ID with the registration form. Please indicate the name of your coach and assistant.
4. Please call Mr. Blue Du at 07-342-6031, ext. 3405 three days after mailing out your registration form to confirm receipt.

5. In the case of changing members or adding team members, please contact the organizer and provide a final list no later than November 18, 2011. Be aware of the minimum/maximum requirement on the number of team members.
General rules:
1. The number of total competition teams is limited to 20 teams. The qualification for the competition will depend on the arriving sequence of the registration forms and the eligibility of the dancers.

2. The organizer will provide each team with two sets of the prince costume. Dancers can try them on during the morning rehearsal, and wear them during the competition.

3. Sign in: Each team should complete its sign-in process between 13:45～14:15 on the day of the competition at the competition venue, and draw lots to decide the performance order. Teams which do not sign in on time will be declared a “no show” and they will be disqualified. 
4. Prohibited moves: human pyramid, bending backward, somersault, back flip, handstand, headspin or waistspin; these moves are not allowed.
5. The performance stage is available for practice rounds and technical rehearsal from 9am to 2pm on the day of the competition. Each team will be given 15 minutes to rehearse. The exact time for each team will be notified by e-mail one week before the competition. Please show up on time or the rehearsal of your team will be forfeited. Each team is responsible for bringing its own music CD for the technical rehearsal.
6. After the performance order is drawn and announced, teams can not change their names or music. Violators will be disqualified.
Appeal:

1. Any questions or protest regarding the qualification of the teams must be raised before the competition. No protest will be accepted once the competition has started.

2. No protest concerning the technical skills will be accepted.
3. Should any dispute arise during the competition, an oral appeal should be brought to the immediate attention of the judges followed by a written appeal submitted within 30 minutes.
